Continuing with photos from our trip to Greece and France, with a detour through Brussels, trip we took in the spring of 2010. This week a visit
to Malemort du Condat a little village situated in the Carpentras region, nestling high in hills surrounded by olive trees and cherry trees. From
the village one has a superb panoramic view of the Mont Ventoux, the Dentelles de Montmirail and on a clear day, even of the Cevennes.

The Dentelles de Montmirail are a small chain of mountains in Provence, France. They are foothills of the highest peak in Provence, Mont
Ventoux, which is situated just to the east. The dramatically jagged shape of their peaks was formed by horizontal strata of Jurassic
limestone being folded and forced into a nearly upright position and subsequently eroded into sharp-edged ridges and spikes. The Cévennes is a

cultural region and range of mountains in south-central France.
